Foreword to the desk calendar for 2019
published by the National Christian Association

The desk calendar for 2019 is dedicated to the thousands of
Palestinian Christian and Moslem families from West Jerusalem
declared absentees in September 1948., Subsequently the Jewish
State proceeded to dispossess and seize all their properties, consisting
of homes, villas, villages, commercial and residential properties ,
real estate lands and replaced exclusively by Jewish migrants who
enriched themselves on stolen properties.

The calendar will provide pictures for the first four months of 2019 of
the four villages in West Jerusalem depopulated , replaced by Jews
and incorporated into West Jerusalem These villages are, Malha, Ein
Karem, Lifta and Deir Yassin

The pictures of the remaining months of the year, exhibit samples
of homes and buildings in West Jerusalem of prominent Palestinian
families residing still in Jerusalem who were declared absentees by
the Jewish state and their properties sold in 1949-1950 exclusively
to Jewish migrants by the Custodian of the Absentee property in the
Israeli Ministry of Finance

The depopulated neighborhoods in West Jerusalem seized by the
Custodian of absentee property include the following residential
Palestinian quarters: Upper and Lower Bagaa, Qatamon, Greek
colony, Nammariyeh neighborhood, Dajaniya neighborhood,
German Colony, Wariyyah neighborhood, Abu tor, Talbieh Joret Al
Innab, and Al Musrara.

These quarters consist of almost all of what is known today as West
Jerusalem and inhabited exclusively by Jews.

A list of the names of the extended families who were expelled from
these quarters and their properties replaced by Jews are shown at
the end of the calendar.

Additional pictures of buildings taken over by the Jewish State are
also depicted at the end of the calendar. The owners of the homes
are still present in Jerusalem but considered absentees by the Jewish
State. They are called the present absentees.

To document the theft of Palestinian properties in West Jerusalem,
two books have been published this year, by Dr. Adnan Abdelrazek
under the title of: The Arab Architectural Renaissance in occupied
West Jerusalem, and by Ibrahim Matar under the title: Theft of
Palestinian properties in West Jerusalem in 1948 by Jewish State.
Both books are available at the Educational Bookstore.

Jerusalem, January 2019
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A view of the village of Ein Karem depopulated by Jewish forces in
July 1948 and today Jews live in the homes of the Palestinians who
were declared absentees by the Jewish state in September 1948.

Over 13440 dunums owned by the villagers were also confiscated
and sold to Jewish contractors. The Yad Vashem is built on this land.
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A view of the village of Malha showing the minaret of the mosque
built upon.

The village had a population of 7000 Palestinian inhabitants, all
of whom were expelled by Jewish forces in July 1948 and declared
absentees by the Jewish State.

The custodian of absentee property took over the village and sold all
the houses and real estate consisting of 5798 dunumes.
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Aview of some of the old houses remaining in the village of Lifta with
a population in 1948 of 7000.

The village and extension hamlet of Sheikh bader were completely
depopulated by Jewish forces from April to July 1948. The real estate
land consisting of 7780 dunums were also seized. Many of the Israeli
Ministries were built on this land. The Knesset building is built on the
property of Ali Khalaf from Lifta.
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A view of the village of Deir Yaseen most of it surrounded by fences
and used today as a sanatorium by the Israeli Ministry of Health for
Jewish mental patients.

On 9 April 1948 Jewish terrorist forces committed a massacre in this
village and consequently all the survivors left their homes.

The Jewish State also seized 2701 dunums owned by the villagers,
Today a Jewish Industrial zone is built on this real estate.
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169 Jaffa Road extention of Lifta
Building, consisting of shops and appartments owned by Marguarite
Nakhleh Catan Farah built in 1935. Seized by the Jewish State in 1948
as absentee property. Recently Liliane Farah Matar, the daughter of
Marguarite, attempted through the courts to retrieve the property
worth today millions. The courts rejected the appeal on the pretext
the Jewish state has confiscated the property under pretext of
absentee.
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Thevilla of Dr, George Farah married to Marguerite Nakhleh Catan built in
1945, located in upper Bagaa.

The family lived in the house for only 3 years. In April 1948, were forced to
leave due to indiscriminate shooting into the house by Jewish forces.

The title deed of the house on the right of the picture demonstrates the
procedure by which the Custodian of Absentee property steals this and all
Palestinian properties in West Jerusalem and all of Palestine.

The first line: by a stroke of the pen Maguerite Nakhleh Farah, the rightful
owner becomes ownerless and property transferred to the custodian.

Line two: Custodian sells property to two Jewish brothers for the amount
of 27,000 Palestinian pounds

Line three: the Jewish Gabai brothers sell the property to another Jewish
developer for 57,000 Palestinian pounds. Jews continue today to enrich
themselves on the property of Palestinian families declared Absentees.
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The middle building on Jaffa Road belongs to the late George Akra.
He bought the building from another Palestinian family in 1945 for
the amount of 42.000 Palestinian pounds. In 1948 the Akra family
was considered absentee and the Jews took over this building and
have been earning millions in rent income since 1948. Today, Suheil
and Khalil Akra the sons of George Akra own a Jewelry shop on Salah
Edin Street.
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House owned by the Kassissieh family located in Qatamon quarter of
West Jerusalem, built in the 1920s. The first floor was used as a tile factory.
The second and third floors were residences for the extended Kassissieh
family. In 1948, the custodian of Absentee property sold this house to a
Jewish Iraqi family who subsequently sold it to an Ethiopian family.
Today the grandson of the owners, Issa Kassissieh lives in the Old City of
Jerusalem and is the Palestinian Ambassador to the Holy See in Rome.

This three story villa built in the 1930s by Tewfic Habesch located in
Talbiyeh Quarter. Tewfic Habesch was a pioneer in the printing industry.
In May 1948 the Habesch family was declared absentees and their
property sold to Jewish families, by the custodian of absentee properties.
Today, Issa Tewfic Habesch, manages the commercial printing press in
Jerusalem, a trade inherited from his father.
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The villa of the Bisharat family built in 1930 in the Talbiyeh quarter.
In 1948 the family was declared absentee and villa was turned over
as residence to the Israeli Foreign Ministry. Golda Meir who at one
time was Foreign Minister lived in this Palestinian home and had the
audacity to declare in 1968 that Palestinians did not exist.
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LIST OF PALESTINIAN OWNERS DECLARED AS ABSENTEES

List of names of Palestinian families who owned villas, apartment houses, commercial centers and buildings for rent in West Jerusalem urban
neighborhoods. This list does not include thousands of families who owned houses in the villages around Jerusalem (Lifta, Deir Yassin, Ein Karem, Malha)
that were incorporated by the Jewish authorities after 1948 to West Jerusalem.

All these families were declared absentees and their properties usurped by the custodian of absentee property in the Israeli Ministry of Finance and sold

or rented to Jews only.

The Jews have enriched themselves at the expense of the Palestinian families declared absentees and many of them present just across the border from

West Jerusalem in East Jerusalem, they are called the present absentees.

PICTURES OF HOMES OF PROMINENT PALESTINIAN FAMILIES STILL LIVING IN JERUSALEM
DECLARED ABSENTEES BY JEWISH STATE / PRESENT ABSENTEES
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The house of the family of Asaad Khader (A. K.) as shown in the
picture built in 1925 in Talbieh quarter.
The grandson by the same name is a well known auditor in Jerusalem.
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The house of the family of Nora Kort built in the early ninteenth

century near the wind mill. The house is used by the Zionist

Confederation as a cultural center. Kort family also lost 26 donums
of real estate around the house. Today worth billions.

Nora Kort is founder and director of many institutions in Jerusalem,

Melia, Wujud, Hamilat Al Teeb and Bint Al Balad.
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First floor of home of the Hanna Siniora family located on the
Jerusalem/Bethlehem road.

MrHanna Siniora was raised in this house until he was forced to leave

and considered absent. He became the chief negotiator representing

President Yasser Arafat in the peace negotiations in the late 1980s

and still lives in Jerusalem.
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The house and meat factory of the Yacoub Siniora family in the
Qatamon quarter. The front of the shops is covered with a canopy
and is being used today as a coffee shop by a Jewish owner who
seized the property in 1948.

The Siniora family learned the meat industry when their elder Yacoub
Saniora visited Brasil in the early 1930s.

After 1948, the Siniora family maintained the same brand name and
reopened meat production shops in New Gate in the Old City.
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The home of the Seraphine Lorenzo family built in the late 1800s in
the Mamilla Quarter.

The Municipality of West Jerusalem took over the home in 1948.
They renovated the house, built the gardens and fountain to be used
today as a cultural Center. In the background is the newly built Hotel
Waldorf Astoria.

Samia Lorenzo Marroum the granddaughter of the owner is living
today in their new house in the French Hill area in Jerusalem.
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The home of the Theodori family located on 17 Disreali Street in the
Talbieh quarter. The house was built by Yacoub Theodoriin 1925, and
his brother Nasri Also lived in this house. The family was forced to
leave the house in April 1948. Subsequently the family was declared
absentee and the Custodian of Absentee properties sold the house to
Jewish families who today are living in the house.
The daughter of Yacoub, Nadia Theodori worked as director at the
YWCA in Jerusalem. The daughter of Nasri “Antwanette” married
Fuad Farah from Jerusalem.
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The house of the Tarsha family built in the 1930s in Talbiyeh quarter.
The second floor is rented to the Polish Consulate. This property was
taken over by the Custodian of absentee property and sold to Jews.
The son of the owner, Johnny Tarsha is a biomedical engineer, He
worked for a number of medical equipment companies and resides
today in the Shayyah quarter of Jerusalem.
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All the shops in the front row and the apartments on the second
floor belong to the Waari families. This was called the Wariyeh
neighborhood in upper Baqaa. All this property was seized by
the Custodian of Absentee property and sold to Jews as absentee
property.

Today the family has restarted a small shop for selling Shawarma at
the Al Zahra street in Jerusalem.
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
